. Show eligibility is any bona fide 4-H or FFA member
of Stephens County enrolled in grade or high school
Stephens County. The only class Cloverbuds caar ent
is PeeWee Livestock Judging.

. All protests must be made in writing and be
accompanied by a deposit of $25.00. Deposit wll b
forfeited if protest is not sustained. Said prbiesst
be filed with the management within twelve (12) rsou
after the award was made, it being considered that
award was made when ribbon or premium card is
placed. Appeals must contain at least one specific
charge stating at length the facts or the ruleavéeul,
and naming witnesses and addresses who can
substantiate the charge. No complaint or appesdda
upon the statement that the judge or judges are
incompetent or have overlooked an animal will be
considered by the management.

. Animals must be properly conditioned, fitted and
groomed to be eligible for the show. All animalgsn

be under control at all times or will be removeahfr
the show.

. Exhibitors will personally accompany all animalghe

show, care for and exhibit. All animals in premisaie
must be paraded by the owner!! Otherwise the animal
will be scratched. In case of illness or unavoidabl
circumstances, special permission to change thes ru
must be obtained from the Show Superintendent.

. Exhibitors will keep their stalls and pens cleaalat

times. Failure to do so will be cause to suspéed t
animal from the show.

. Only steers, heifers, gilts, barrows, market lanetwse

lambs, doe kids, and market wethers nominated ther T
Oklahoma Youth Expo will be eligible to compete at
the Stephens County Junior Livestock Show. (It el
the exhibitor’s responsibility to obtain all reqear OYE
Nomination forms and complete them within the
required deadlines, along with all fees)
8A) You will not be required to enter or show
at The Oklahoma Youth Expo, but you must be
nominated under the guidelines of The
Oklahoma Youth Expo to be considered eligible
to show at the Stephens Co. Junior Livestock
Show.

18. Exhibitors in the Showmanship Classes MUST show
their own animals.

22. Anyone who conducts themselves in an
unsportsmanlike manner will forfeit all ribbons,
trophies, bonus money and will be barred from ferrth
participation as determined by the Fairboard.

23. Any violation of the following rules will automatdly
result in disqualification:

A. The use of any drug or chemical compound that
is not approved by the Food and Drug
Administration for use in meat animals is
prohibited. The illegal administration of
approved drugs and compounds is also
prohibited. All animals shall be subject to test
for substances that exceed the acceptable levels




established by the United States Department of
Agriculture, the Food and Drug Administration,
the Food Animal Residue Avoidance Databank
and the Environmental Protection Agency. A
positive test will result in disqualification. The
owner shall assume full responsibility for any
violation of the FDA regulation concerning
withdrawal time on all medication.

B. Misrepresenting the age of the animal for the
class in which it is shown.

C. Minimizing the effect of crampiness by feeding
or injecting drugs, depressants or applying
packs or using any artificial contrivance or
therapeutic treatment except normal exercise.

D. Surgery of any kind performed to change the
natural contour or appearance of the animal’'s
body or hide.

24.Youth who have been declared ineligible to partitep

in extra-curricular activities by their local st
administration will be declared ineligible to paipate
in this show. Youth who are eligible on the fidsty of
the show will be considered eligible through the
duration of the show. Similarly, youth who are
ineligible on the first day of the show will be
considered ineligible through the duration of thes.
If an exhibitor is ineligible to participate in tis&ow for
any reason, including rules of the Oklahoma Secgnda
Schools Activity Association, (OSSAA), the animals
owned by the exhibitor are also ineligible for gre@w.
